Two officers are required if the number attending exceeds 100.  
The renter is responsible for the payment directly to the officer(s) on the day of their rental.  The Park Department will be responsible for notifying the Police Department when an officer(s) is required

Under no circumstances will the Board approve any application which involves the sale of alcoholic beverages unless such application is accompanied by a Certificate of Insurance evidencing the existence of liquor liability insurance which provides for coverage in the amount of $2,000,000 (two million dollars) and which designates the City of Whiting and Whiting Parks Department as additionally named insured.  No person shall be permitted to sell, vend or barter any alcoholic beverages in any park operated by, or upon property owned by the City, unless such insurance is in effect and the necessary permit is obtained from the Indiana Alcohol & Tobacco Commission (ATC) before the date of the event.
