Property Survey Notice

FOR HOMEOWNERS APPLYING FOR BUILDING PERMITS

When building a fence or structure on or near the property lines of your lot, you are responsible to accurately locate the lines of your lot.

1. The first step in getting a building permiit is to submit a completed building permit application to the Building Department. Part of the application process requires you to attach a plan (drawing) showing the proposed construction on your lot.  This must evidence to the City that your construction or improvement is within the limits of your property.  It must meet the setback rules and other ordinance and laws required to meet the zoning laws and/or building codes. 


The line where you cut your grass, the location of a flower bed, or the sidewalk edges are not acceptable evidence of your property lines.

2. 
We strongly urge you to secure a survey from a certified surveyor so that you 
can be certain of your property lines.  Securing this land survey is the only method to ensure that you do not build on your neighbor’s property, or so that your construction is not built in violation of our setback rules or other zoning laws or our building codes. 

3. 
The City of Whiting and its Building Department are not responsible or liable if 
you secure a permit from the City and then build outside your property lines.  The City of Whiting and its Building Department are not responsible or liable if you secure a permit from the City and then build in violation of a setback, our zoning laws or our building codes. 

You are responsible and liable if you build on your neighbor’s property.  Your neighbors have the right to sue you in court for building on their land.  you can avoid this by securing a land survey of your property prior to applying for your building permit. 

I, permit applicant, have read the above notice, I understand the terms and conditions of this notice, and I understand that I, not the City of Whiting, Indiana, or its building Department, shall be held responsible if I build construction or improvements on the proposed land without first securing a land survey by a certified land surveyor.
