Sponsorship Information

General Overview:

The Life of Whiting is collector-card series designed to assist in raising funds for the future Whiting-Robertsdale Museum. Envisioned as a visual time capsule, each piece in the series will celebrate a unique event or aspect of living in Whiting-Robertsdale.

How the Series Works:

Designed as collector-cards, original artwork will be rendered by Mitch Markovitz for each piece in the series. The artwork will be printed in limited runs on individually numbered 5 x 7 cards. These collector cards will be distributed at multiple points throughout the community, thus increasing traffic at these sites. Minimum donations of $5 for each card will generate proceeds for the development of the Museum. Original pieces of artwork will form a museum exhibit.
Sponsorship:
Sponsors will meet with the artist to determine an appropriate subject for the piece. This subject matter must reflect the intention and look of the overall series. Sponsors will donate $500, about half the cost of creating and printing a piece, to the Museum Fund (a committee of the non-profit Community Improvement Corporation). The Museum retains the original artwork and final production decisions (including subject matter and print run number). Artist retains image copyright and grants exclusive reproduction license to the Museum.
Sponsor Benefits
· Artist will participate in an unveiling and signing session at your location

· Sponsor may display original artwork in location for one month

· Sponsor has the opportunity to have business or self represented in the piece, if appropriate
· Press releases for each piece will recognize sponsor and will be distributed to local media

· Sponsor will be recognized on the back of each card and in any exhibition of the collected work

· Sponsor will retain 5% of print run (beginning with #11 of numbered cards); No additional donation is required for these cards
· Sponsor may serve as a distribution point for their card if so desired
