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PURPOSE:    The purpose of the program/project to is to provide temporary emergency financial assistance for a business located in the City of Whiting which has had its operation curtailed, restricted or prohibited by any emergency order issued due to the COVID-19 outbreak.

INTENT:  The intent of the Whiting Redevelopment Commission and the Whiting Common Council is to maintain and sustain the viability of the Downtown Business District, the Indianapolis Boulevard Business District and those neighborhood businesses which provide goods and services to residents or which attract and encourage visitors to the community.

TERMS OF PROJECT:
1. The Mayor, the Clerk-Treasurer and the City Attorney shall compile a list of the Whiting businesses whose operations have been curtailed, restricted or prohibited as a result of emergency orders due to the COVID-19 outbreak.
2. Businesses may be categorized by type and/or impact.
3. The amount of the stimulus offered shall be determined by the Mayor and the Clerk-Treasurer and is dependent on availability of funds.
4. The stimulus will be issued by check directly to the operator of the business.
5. The funds may be used for any purpose directly related to the operation of the Whiting business.
6. The funds are considered a grant to assist the business to sustain its operation during the COVID-19 outbreak.
7. The duration of the emergency economic assistance shall depend on the length of any emergency restrictions to the operation of the business as well as any adverse impact resulting from the cancellation of special events due to the COVID-19 outbreak, pending availability of funds.

REPORTS: The Clerk-Treasurer shall prepare a monthly report of disbursements under this project and shall provide a copy of said report to each member of the Whiting Common Council and the Whiting Redevelopment Commission.
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
